This 2017-18 survey of the fulitime faculty workloadvas conducted by the Collective Bargaining
Information Services (BIS), Ministry of Labour in consultation with th€BIS Advisory
Committeejn accordance witthe Letter of Understandingpended to the 20-21 Academic
Collective Agreemenetween the College Employer Council (Council) and the Ontario Public
Service Enployee Union (OPSEU)

CBIS collected and processed all of the academic workload data presented in Appendix A of this
report.Colleges were asked to provide degaorded orthe Standard Workload Forms (SWHs)

two snapshot periodsOctober2 to 6, 2017 and Februar$ to 9, 20187 plus yearend totals.

Where a snapshot week was between intakes, the college used the week immediately following the
snapshot week.

The datavalidationincluded identifying incomplete, duplicate and/or unusable recorda.\2hies
that fall outside the limits established in the collective agreement were also identified. Where
appropriate, CBIS followed up with collegies clarification.

While the colleges and CBIS made every effort to ensure that the data were aculicaaplete,
the following geneal limitations should be noted:

1. Reasondor no SWF (Tables1,6.1, 6.2 & 6.3)
Five colleges did not report arfiy N eSWF Class Definitord ac ade mi de.ge mpl oy e
counsellors and librarians)his could mean that all acadee staff at these colleges had
SWFs but it could also mean that these colleges reported m@lgaalemic employseavith
SWFs. In some cases, some colldégdgated that SWFs were naxailable.

2. Various Tables(Tables8.1, 8.2,19& 20)
These tables coain data values that fall outside the lim#stablished in the collective
agreementThedata values hee not been clarified at the time ofishreport. While revised
data would havlad an impact on the minimmuand maximum limits reported fthrese
colleges,the revised datevould not have had a significant impact on the system average.

All the colleges submitted their dafiar 2017-18. CBIS was able to produce a comprehensieteof
data that included academic workload informafimm all the colleges.
